Please note the following...

1. Noise — Our Campsite is in a residential area and courtesy to our neighbours is a requirement
of your booking. Excessively noisy activities should cease by 11pm

2. Parking — There is sufficient parking with care for 20 cars on site. Please do not park in front
of our neighbours garage (tin shed at entrance gate)

3. Garbage — All garbage is to removed from the Chalet and disposed of by the hirer. Bins are
provided at strategic points with bin liners. Please replace liners from bottom drawer of island
unit in kitchen before leaving. Also note if replacement is needed

4. Fires —are NOT permitted outdoors at any time without prior permission

5. Firewood —is provided in the wood shed. It would be appreciated if it is used responsibly and
sparingly in the interests of the environment. Please fill of the indoor wood boxes before
leaving

6. Care —We operate on the normal Scouting principle of “leave it as you found it or better.

How to get to the Chalet...

Proceed through Warburton township, cross the Yarra River and take the left fork in the road, leaving
Warburton Highway and onto the Donna Buang Road for approx 1.2km

Points to watch for...
1. Concrete “Crib” wall on left
2. 100 km/h sign
3. Snow chains sign

Make a sharp left hairpin turn into the driveway.
Keep the steel garage to your right and the gate will be ahead with the Scout Badge on it.

Proceed up the drive with care. This is “The Bush” and a damp climate, so despite a crushed stone
surface, the track may be slippery.

Watch for fallen branches and sticks (particularly in the dark)
